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PRIVATE
Ingredients:
· 2 Chocolate Digestive Biscuits 

· Chocolate Butter Icing

· Mini Chocolate Chips or M&Ms 

· Black Lace Liquorice 

Instructions:
Spread the chocolate butter icing on the non-chocolate side of each biscuit. 

Cut a piece of liquorice into 8 pieces about 2 - 3 inches long.
