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        Mowbreck Training Campsite Policy

	THE CAMP / ACTIVITY LEADER HAS A RESPONSIBILTY TO ENSURE THAT EVERYONE IN THE GROUP HAS READ OUR POLICY WITH REGARD TO THE CARE OF OUR CAMPSITE.

	Arrival and departure times to be adhered to as closely as possible.

	Toilets
	No bleach or toilet chemicals to be disposed off in the toilets at any time.

Bring your own toilet paper.    You will need to bring a cloth for wiping toilet bowls, cistern and toilet seats as well as a cloth for wiping sink areas.

No sanitary wear at all to be flushed down the toilets.    All doors to be locked when site not attended.

Before departure;- all toilet floors to be swept clean; toilet bowls and seats to be wiped clean.

Please remember your bin liners as all rubbish to be removed from the site.

All toilets to be flushed before you leave the site!!

Please make sure there are no taps left dripping at any time as we share the water feed with our neighbour. 

NB there is no hot water in the toilet block.  Please leave the sweeping brushes in the toilet block.

	Dry shelter + 
Galley 
	A fee of £5 per night for the use of the container as a dry shelter; the Galley as a cooking area.
Containers should not be used a sleeping area.   On departure please mop the floors in rooms used. Mop requires rinsing in clean water and leaving out of bucket so that it can dry out.

Please check that all window shutters are closed securely.  Please check that both locks on the door are secure.      Red chairs NOT to be taken onto the field.

	Rubbish 
	ALL RUBBISH TO BE REMOVED OFF SITE ON DEPARTURE.
The farmer will NOT dispose of rubbish for people on Mowbreck Campsite.

Please ensure that a sweep of the field is made to collect all litter. Please look along the perimeter as well.

	Site safety 
	At night it is advisable to lock the gates. The gates should be locked if you are leaving the site – and all valuables should be locked in the toilet block or container if the site is left without a sitter. 

Noise and activities to cease at 11pm. 

We do have neighbours and we have to respect that they live in the countryside for the peace and quiet.  This is a campsite and constant booming music and noise is not acceptable

	Cars 
	NO cars on the field – all cars to park in the car parking area. 

	Fires
	There are five altar fires for use as cooking areas and a camp fire area -  please do NOT light fires on the grass.  No fire to be left unattended or left burning all night.  The site wardens will remove ash from your fires. 

	Wood pile
	There is a wood pile which may be used for cooking fires  - but the stock is for everyone and if you want a campfire your own supply will be required and you will have to ask for permission. No wood to be cut from any trees. Using the chopping blocks on the concrete will cause damage. Please use the chopping blocks in woodpile/campfire areas only.
Any wood removed from the woodpile and not used -  MUST be returned to the woodpile. If you have brought timber- pallets; frames etc and not burned these,  they must be removed on departure.
A charge will be made if it is deemed that too much wood  from the wood pile has been used 

	Damage
	Please ensure that you inform the Warden of any damage that might have occurred or that you have noticed.

There is enough wood for small fires without harming any of the living trees. We lose trees every year due to unnecessary damage from saws and axes. 

	Mowing the field
	Mowing the field is made difficult if wood, bricks or debris of any sorts left lying on the grass or tent pegs have not been removed. A walk round the field prior to departure is essential. Please check the perimeter of the field also. String left lying around and get wrapped round the blade of the motor can cause problems 

	Concerns
	Please report back to the warden any concerns or observations when returning the keys. Unless you have been informed there should be no other campers on the field during your visit – please let the warden know if we have other visitors. 

	Food 
	Morrison’s supermarket is in Kirkham which is 5 minutes drive away and has 8 -6pm  opening times there is also a small Co-operative supermarket as you enter Wesham 5/10 minutes walk down the road.

The farmer across the lane sells fresh eggs from 9am – 4pm
It is advisable that all food is kept off the floor and in containers as we do have animal visitors that like midnight snacks!
